
Child Safety Rules

• EVERY CHILD MUST HAVE A SECURITY
FORM COMPLETED BY PARENTS.

 
* Make certain parents indicate their
   Sunday School room # where they can
   be located before or after Worship Service.

* Write “Parent Paging” number on form.

* Give parent the yellow copy that must be 
   presented when picking up the child.

* Yellow copy must be presented to take child
     from class room.

* Look for a special instructions, allergies,
etc.

• NO SITTING ON TOP OF TABLES.

• NO CLIMBING ON STACKED CHAIRS
(FINGERS GET PINCHED; CHAIRS ARE
UNSTABLE; CLIMBING IS FOR OUTSIDE).



• NO RUNNING OR CHASING EACH OTHER
INSIDE THE ROOM.

• WASH HANDS AFTER BATHROOM USE
AND BEFORE SNACKS.

• WHEN EATING, THE CHILDREN MUST BE
SITTING AT THE TABLE.

* This reduces the chances of choking.

• USE THE POSTED “DIAPER CHANGING
PROCEDURE.”

* This procedure is for your protection as
well as the child’s.

• NEVER ALLOW A CHILD TO GO OUT INTO
THE HALL WITHOUT A TEACHER OR
EXTENDED SESSION VOLUNTEER.

• WHEN A CHILD IS IN THE BATHROOM, BE
AWARE OF THE OTHER DOOR IN THE
BATHROOM THAT LEADS TO THE NEXT-
DOOR ROOM.  THE CHILD COULD GO ON
THEIR OWN SAFARI DOWN THE
HALLWAY, ETC.



• IF YOU LEAVE THE ROOM AS A GROUP,
MAKE SURE A CHILD IS NOT LEFT IN THE
BATHROOM.

• ONCE ON THE PLAYGROUND - NEVER
LEAVE CHILDREN UNATTENDED.

• ACCOMPANY ANY CHILD THAT NEEDS TO
USE THE BATHROOM - AND REMAIN
WITH HIM UNTIL HE FINISHES.  RETURN
TO THE PLAYGROUND.

• WHEN ON THE PLAYGROUND, MAKE
CERTAIN THAT ALL GATES ARE CLOSED.
THIS KEEPS THE CHILDREN FROM
WANDERING AWAY.
