c. Announce the new Wall  (1 minute)
1. What is a wall? There are four symbolic walls around the

church – North, South, East and West, with 24-hours a day, 7
days a week on each wall (like a stack of blocks). Each block
represents a prayer hour.

3. The new wall will have many prime time hours available. First

come – first served.
4. Very Important: You must be willing to receive a phone call

from the person before you and make a call to the person after
you to “pass the wall”.

5. New watchmen will attend a brief training meeting to receive
their Watchman Folder of helps and instruction.
